Spilt, Croatia
Split is the largest city in the Dalmatia region, as well as the second largest in Croatia. Benefiting from a Mediterranean climate, it is located on a peninsula along the Adriatic Coast. The city has a strong literary history and is an important centre of culture in Croatia. Each summer, the city hosts two important festivals to showcase traditional Croatian music and also theatre. These are the Split Music Festival and the Split Summer Festival and they are enjoyed by a large number of tourists. The city was founded by the Roman Emperor, Diocletian in the 3rd century. Today, Diocletian’s Palace is home to some of the main historical places of interest in the city. The Palace itself, as well as the Cathedral is popular with visitors.
Corfu, Greece

The museums of Prehistoric Thera and the Archaeological museum, both located in Fira, showcase artwork and sculptures thousands of years old.

Some attractions include The Windmills, Mykonos Town. From as early as the 16th century, the windmills are one of the most recognized landmarks of Mykonos.  Little Venice, a district located at the sea, famous for its colorful balconies. Little Venice is one of the most beautiful and romantic places in the whole of Mykonos and offers a fantastic sunset. The area is full with cafes, bars and restaurants. You will reach Little Venice walking from the Windmills down the stairs.
Iraklion (Crete) Greece
Heraklion is the biggest city of Crete and the fifth of Greece, concentrating the economical, industrial and administrative activity of the island. It is actually the key business center of Crete and a major cruise destination. The Castle of Heraklion is called Koules. It was built in the 13th century by the Venetians. The earliest castle that was on this site had been destroyed in 1303 by the Turks.  The Minoan Palace at Knossos is over 20,000 square meters - and the largest of all Minoan palatial structures beautiful frescoes.
